From Pastor Glen Meyers 

     Such a simple thing, and I do it 

every morning almost without 

even thinking. It is just part of my 

morning ritual. 

     When I finish my shower, be-

fore I put them back on again, I 

wash my glasses. Every single 

morning.  

 

       Yesterday morning I asked 

myself why. I held them up and 

looked at them before I washed 

them.  

 

      Why hadnôt I noticed earlier 

what a mess they were? I remem-

ber cleaning them during the day 

when Cathy and I came inside after 

walking out in the snowðthe wa-

ter drops were so obvious that I 

couldnôt wait to get them wiped 

off. Some of the dirt on them I 

could easily recognize. The finger-

print where I tried to grab them 

during the night and got the lens 

instead of the frame. Some of what 

was on them I couldnôt identifyð

or even tell you when it got on 

them. I suppose because it was 

added gradually during the day I 

didnôt notice it. (If I took my 

glasses on and off during the day I 

suppose I would notice the dirt and 

streaks sooner. But my glasses stay 

on all the time.)  I realized that, in 

addition to all of the major things 

that happened to get them dirty, 

there is just a slow gradually 

buildup that goes by unnoticed. It 

doesnôt make a major difference in 

how well I can see, but if I donôt 

clean them in the morning before I 

put them back on I become aware 

of the problem. If I didnôt clean 

them for several days I can imag-

ine that it would be a major prob-

lem. 

 

     And I got to thinking about my  

morning and evening rituals. 

     When do I notice and deal with 

all of the small things that creep 

into my life and my heart each day 

that need to be cleansed? 

 

       Sure, there are the major temp-

tations or failures that can occur 

during the day. The things that I 

am instantly aware ofðthe things 

that I know need to be cleaned up 

right away. During the course of 

the day I am forced to take care of 

those things because they are so 

obvious and in my face. 

 

      But what about the ordinary 

things of daily living? That persis-

tent little thought that stains my 

thinking. The sarcastic word 

slipped in. The negative attitude 

that is there just for a minute. 

Taken by themselves they might 

not have much influence. But 

taken together and allowed to ac-

cumulate over time they make a 

big difference in how I see things. 

While individually they might not 

be that significant and even slip by 

unnoticed, if they are not dealt 

with the time will come when it is 

a problem. 

 

     To keep my lenses clean re-

quires three things: cleaning when 

necessary, protection built into the 

lenses or added with cleaning solu-

tions, and care on my part during 

the day. 

 

     When do I take the time to ex-

amine my life and deal with all of 

the little things? Or do I just find it 

easier to excuse them, thinking that 

they really arenôt all that signifi-

cant? Do they even slip by unno-

ticed just as a part of normal liv-

ing? Do I have time to step back, 

examine things, and get a clear 

perspective on them? Reflection. 

Confession. Journaling. All disciplines 

that can help me keep my soul clean 

and my life healthy. But do I take time 

to engage in them on a regular basis, or 

just when things get to be a mess? 

 

      What about the built in protection? 

When I recently ordered new lenses 

Dr. Moyer discussed the possibilities 

with me. Scratch resistant lenses. 

Tinted lenses that darken when ex-

posed to bright light to protect my 

eyes. Anti-glare coating to reduce glare 

from the lenses, especially at night. All 

of these were options beyond just what 

was necessary to correct my vision. Do 

I recognize the importance of building 

the word of God into my life? The 

Psalmist speaks of hiding Godôs word 

in our hearts so we might not sin 

against God. John talks about the 

cleansing that comes with confession. 

 

       How careful am I during the day to 

protect myself from situations that 

might dirty my life? How far away 

from any kind of contaminants do I 

stay? Do I do things to keep the small 

things from becoming habitual or turn-

ing into bigger things? 

 

      I understand how important it is to 

clean my glasses and keep them clean. 

What about my life?
