From Pastor Glen Meyers 

     Congratulations to Steve and 

Lin Morrison on receiving the 

Halleck award from the Pulaski 

County Chamber of Commerce for 

community service. They have 

been very involved in improving 

life in our community through their 

involvement in a variety of organi-

zations in our county. They have 

accomplished amazing things 

through their hard work and dedi-

cation. 

      But Steve has expressed appre-

ciation for the award, but he has 

been quick to point out all of the 

other people with whom they have 

worked as partners in accomplish-

ing many of the things that have 

been done. He points out that one 

individualðor coupleðcannot do 

everything by themselves. 

      Many people have worked very 

hard to further the ministry of our 

congregation. Many of them have 

accepted tasks and carried them 

out faithfully, often with no praise 

and little notice from the congrega-

tion. They do it as acts of service 

born out of their love for God and 

their commitment to Godôs work. 

They teach classes. They clean. 

They cook for funeral dinners, spe-

cial events, and Wednesday nights. 

They send cards and letters to peo-

ple. They call to see how people 

are doing. They deliver commun-

ion to the shut-ins. They help oth-

ers financially. They pray faith-

fully for those on the prayer list. 

They welcome visitors to the 

church. They work on committees 

and study groups and boards to 

oversee, plan, and implement pro-

grams of the church.  They invite 

others to church and church activi-

ties. Collectively they accomplish 

much in the life of the congrega-

tion. 

      Individuals can make a differ-

ence. Collectively we can accom-

plish great things. But I am con-

vinced that it is when we work to-

gether in concerted unity that 

amazing things happen. 

     I noted in an offering medita-

tion during February what we 

could do if we acted in unity. I put 

a jar on the fireplace mantel in the 

great room. As I reflected upon the 

hugs from May-May and other 

daycare children as they express 

their love and the value of the op-

portunity to share love and security 

with the children and their fami-

lies, I decided to contribute a 

penny a day per child (about 35 

cents per day) to the jar to help 

with the daycare deficit. We have 

spent hours discussing how to deal 

with the deficit in the daycare pro-

gram. Yet I realized that if each of 

the over 100 people who attend 

services during any given month at 

the church would each do the same 

within about 1 year we would have 

the deficit repaid. I donôt know that 

any of us could write a check for 

$12,000 to eliminate the deficit 

from last year. It would be difficult 

for 12 of us to pay $1000 each. But 

if all of us together did a little bit 

the problem could be solved. 

     Are we worried about church 

finances? Attendance? Outreach? 

Are we aware of the people in our 

community who are suffering eco-

nomically because of the  econ-

omy? Are we concerned about the 

needs of people around the world 

affected by floods, earthquakes, 

civil war, racial unrest, religious 

persecution, famine, poverty, or 

any of the other circumstances that 

makes life difficult? 

     Individually it may be difficult 

for us to do much. Collectively 

some of us could make a differ-

ence. But as a united force we 

could transform our world! 

 

     This has been an expressed concern 

of some of the ministers in our com-

munity as well. Individually we are all 

trying to make a difference. Collec-

tively we try to deal with issues and 

concerns in our community. But some 

of us have begun to feel a deep desire 

for there to be a united effort to live as 

the body of Christ meeting in different 

locations.  

      A group of us have begun to meet 

together on Tuesday mornings for a 

time of worship, praise, and prayer. 

We are setting aside time to seek God 

together to hear Godôs message for our 

community. We are longing for root 

problems that hold people in spiritual 

bondage to be identified and elimi-

nated.  

       Too long we have encouraged in-

dividual Christians to do their own 

thing. Yes, each of us has a ministry, 

but God has not called us to work in 

isolation. As Christians we have 

pooled our efforts collectively to min-

ister through our congregations. But 

are we bold enough to come together 

in unity under the leadership of Godôs 

Spirit to function as one body? Are we 

ready to eliminate the in-fighting and 

criticism that has sometimes been a 

part of  our faith community(ies) and 

function as one people? Are we ready 

to lay aside our own agendas and 

thoughts to respond to the directions of 

our head, Jesus Christ? 

       We are praying about it. And com-

mitted to making it happen. Will you 

join us?
