Celebrating 150 years
1860-2010
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wrote a history of Pulaski County churches.
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The very next month after the subscription paper they bought a town lot owned by

the county, paying $500 for it and determined to build upon it as quickly as possible.

This is the lot where their services were held up until the third building burned in

1942. the plans for the first building called for a frame church 36 X 60 feet, the height

of the spire to be 73 feet 5 inches.

County. Elder Edmonson cooperated in a Union Thanksgiving service at the Methodist
Church.

The church edifice was under construction for some time. In October a large force of
workmen gathered on the sixteenth day and erected the frame of the building. This
was inclosed during the fall and was finished the summer of 1870. When it was com-
pleted it was one of the largest and most commodious edifices in Winamac.
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Some difficulty was encountered in raising enough money to complete it as desired
because the congregation building it was small in numbers. Those who had pledged
were prompt in meeting their payments and it gave determination to the people to
